Course Description
The purpose of this course is to supply students with a general knowledge of the Church's history and mission from apostolic times to the present.  Students will be introduced to the fact that the Church was founded by Christ through the Apostles and is sustained by Him throughout history through the Holy Spirit. The students will come to know that the Church is the living Body of Christ today and, as such, has both divine and human elements. In this course, students will learn about selected topics from 2,000 years of history and about how the Church is led and governed by the successors of the Apostles.  Events of the past will be linked to the present- with discussion on how they continue to affect today’s Christians.

Expectations
1. Students should bring iPad to class everyday with the e-text.  Please bring with you a pen and a notebook as well. 
2. In lieu of a semester exam, it is a requirement that one project each quarter be completed. Q1 is a group project and Q2 will be optional group or individual project.  These projects will count for 20% of the quarter grade. The project assignment and grading rubric will be posted on the weebly.  If you are having difficulty in your group that you need me to help mediate, do not wait until the last minute to speak up about it
3. Classwork/ homework is to be turned in on time (which means the date & time specified when it is assigned in your class period). Late homework will be marked down 10%, per day and then graded. If you have special circumstances that necessitate extra time, discuss them with me before the due dates.   
4. Whenever grades are posted to PowerSchool- all missing work/tests will be entered as a zero.  This includes work from absences.  If the work/test is submitted, your score grade will be changed.  
5. Students will post some assignments to turnitin.com. Students need to sign up for Turnitin.com for Theology class. This is a plagiarism service- it compares student work to millions of sources. It reports to the student the percentage of similarity between their original work and these sources. It reports to the teachers what material came from where- by name and percentage. Be advised- turnitin.com will compare your work to that of the students who have taken this course already. You can both still earn consequences. On original classwork, the similarity score must be 25% or below.
Be advised that similarity scores are updated each time new work is uploaded to the class and your original score may go up before the work is graded. As a guideline, work should be at half the maximum when you first submit.
6. CHECK GOOGLE CLASSROOM EVERYDAY!!!!!  All daily/weekly schedules and assignments will be posted there.  When you are absent, you will find the most specific schedule information there.  At times if you miss graded classwork or participation discussions there will be extra reading and/or writing for those who are not in class.  I will specify if that is the case on google classroom.
